At first, they may want to copy the
sentence on a dry erase board so
they can make the corrections be-
fore writing it on their paper.

A child should have some experience
with capitalization and end marks
(punctuation) before starting these
sentences. They go in order from
easiest to hardest.

If the child makes the corrections on
a dry erase board or chalkboard,
they should use the traditional
method:

Letters to be capitalized should be
underlined three times. Missing punc-
tuation should be added and then
circled. Misspelled words (or incorrect
verb tenses) should be crossed out
and replaced with the correct ver-
sion.

After making these corrections, the
sentence should be re-written on pa-
per correctly.
